A few years ago I introduced to the church the S.O.A.P. method of reading the Bible 
every day and journaling what it is saying to you.  I want to encourage you to keep it up 
and also, if you are new, to begin this awesome way of reading the Bible.  I read Rich Na-
than’s monthly letter to his congregation this year and he is encouraging his church, The 
Vineyard Columbus, to read and study the Bible.  I shared with Doug Roe the pastor of 
the Dayton Vineyard about S.O.A.P. a couple of years ago and they as a church are going 
to be doing it this year.  Almost every pastor that I talk to are talking about helping their 
people grow in their relationship with God by reading His Word the Bible every day.  I 
have read the Bible through many times in my life but reading it and doing S.O.A.P. is the 
best thing that I have every done.  We as a church staff read the Bible this way and meet 
together once a week to go over what we have read and share what we have written in our 
journals.  I personally look forward to every morning when I sit down with my cereal and 
cup of tea and do my daily devotion of reading the Bible and S.O.A.P.  I want to borrow 
some things from Rich Nathan’s letter and share them with you.   

 

“Every year millions of us write out New Year's resolutions for the coming year. Our 
resolutions may involve losing weight, exercising more, breaking a bad habit; and, for 
Christians, growing in our relationship with God. We Christians are given an extraordi-
nary instrument of change - namely, the Word of God. God has personally communicated 
to us in the scriptures.   When we open-heartedly receive God's self-revelation, we can 
expect to be changed…     In other words,  as  we  take in the Word of God we will not 
remain  the  same.    Certain  things  in our lives will burn away:  impatience,  anxiety,  
bitterness, lust, greed, jealousy, selfish ambition and the like. Sometimes the changes are 
sudden and powerful. At other times there is a more subtle and gradual change. And as 
God's Word works its full effect, we will see more of the fruit of the Spirit in our lives: 
love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control 
(Galatians 5.22-23)… 

 

This year let's go beyond New Year's resolutions. Let's embrace God's way of transforma-
tion by making a commitment to read, study, and meditate upon God's Word.”  God bless 
you!  Have a great New Year!

The Bible tells us in Romans 12:2 that we are to be “transformed by the renewing of our minds.”   In reading 
God's Word,  it helps us grow;  but,  it also helps us see things as God sees them.   When we face life's situations,  
we will respond as Jesus did.  Reading the Bible systematically;  and,  journaling what we learned,  will help us 
see how God is guiding us through life.  We forget most of what we hear and read so journaling will help us retain 
more of what God is saying to us and will allow us to have a written reference that we can go back to.  It is also a 
great way to share with your family or growth group what you are learning from God's word. 

 
The  following  is  the  form  we  use  to  journal  each  day. 

S for Scripture   

Open your Bible to the reading found under today's date of your Bible bookmark. Take time reading and allow God 
to speak to you. When you are done, look for a verse that particularly spoke to you that day, and write it in your jour-
nal.  

O for Observation    

What do you think God is saying to you in this scripture?   Ask the Holy Spirit to teach you and reveal Jesus to you. 
Paraphrase and write this scripture down in your own words, in your journal.  

A for Application    
Personalize what you have read, by asking yourself how it applies to your life right now.  Perhaps it is instruction, 
encouragement, revelation of a new promise, or corrections for a particular area of your life. Write how this scripture 
can apply to you today. 

P for Prayer     

This can be as simple as asking God to help you use this scripture, or it may be a greater insight on what He may be 
revealing to you. Remember, prayer is a two way conversation, so be sure to listen to what God has to say! Now, write 
it out. 

 

If this seems a little overwhelming, take it slow and keep it simple.   No  matter  how  you  decide  to  do  your  devotions, 
the important thing is to show up for your daily appointment, because God is always waiting for you!
